The costume contest will be held Saturday, August 11th, from 5:00 to 6:30.

(Contestants will meet at 4:00pm to be seated. Contestants will be able to leave the room after they are judged but must return to be seated by 4:45.)

Categories:
Chibi (12 & Under):
Anyone age 12 or younger who is wearing a homemade costume, either made by them or a parent, friend, etc. Parents may walk on stage with their children, but parents’ costumes will not be scored. If a parent and child wish to be scored together, they must enter either the beginner or advanced categories. Also, any entrant 12 or younger with a store-bought or professionally-made costume. (Store-bought costumes will not be judged on workmanship.)

Beginner:

Anyone who has won one or no first-place awards for craftsmanship for the costume they are entering with. Entrants must have made at least 60% of their costume, or pieced it together with found clothing items. (NOTE: If the judges deem that your costume is too complex or well-crafted for the Beginner category, they may place you in Advanced.)
Advanced:

Anyone who has won two or more first-place awards for craftsmanship for the costume they are entering with. (Entrants who have won no awards with their current costume may choose to enter this category if they choose.) Entrants must have made at least 75% of their costume. (NOTE: If the judges deem that your costume is too complex or well-crafted for the Beginner category, they may place you in Advanced.)
Non-Competitive:
Anyone who does not wish for their costume to be judged on craftsmanship, or any store-bought costumes. Costumes in this category will only be competing for presentation awards.

General Rules
· Costume-maker must be present at the time of entry.

· One person may enter more than one costume with the use of other people (models), but all must enter as a group.

· A single entrant may not wear more than one costume
· A single person cannot win more than one craftsmanship award (even if they enter multiple costumes)

· Scored entries (with the exception of Chibi) may only have had non-professional help (friends, family members, or another entrant in their group).

· Participants may only be part of one entry.


· Please provide a reference picture of your costume to receive full points for accuracy.


· No jumping off of the stage.

· Kin-Yoobi Con is not liable for any injuries sustained while performing.


· No projectiles, silly string, or confetti

· Anything left on the stage after the performance must be able to be cleaned up in less than 15 seconds.
· Entrants will be responsible for cleaning their props off of the stage
· No throwing objects into the audience

· All entrants’ costumes and presentations must abide by convention rules and be family-friendly. No flagrant swearing, nudity, or adult situations, and no real weapons.
· Costumes or presentations deemed inappropriate may be disqualified and pulled from the stage at any time.

· Any music or audio must be given to staff shortly after setup / seating (a staff member will ask each group individually before the masquerade begins).
· The preferred audio format is CD, as it is the most reliable.

· Two microphones will be available for those who do not have pre-recorded audio.

Walk-On Rules:
· Walk-ons will not be judged as harshly on presentation, but are still eligible for presentation and best in show awards.


· Walk-ons may take no longer than one minute.


· Entrants may provide their own music for their walk-ons.

· If an entrant wishes to have music but does not provide their own, it will be selected by Kin-Yoobi Con staff.

Presentation Rules:
· Presentations may be skits, dance routines, scene recreations, monologues, or any other types of performances.


· Presentations may take no longer than three minutes.
